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Exemplar

Economic growth has had both positive and negative effects on Texas culture. The
cultural diversity from having almost 20% of new residents be immigrants is good.
However, having a lot of immigrants also leads to cultural tensions because some
people in Texas resent the strain on resources because over 40% of immigrants do
not have a high school diploma, which means that they may need help from social
welfare programs.

Answer Cues

Valid answers may include but are not limited to:

Attracts immigrants, which leads to cultural conflict

» Resentment associated with strain on resources: Over 40% of

Contributes to homelessness (living in RVs and hotels) due to
increased housing costs (Source 4)

Exemplar

The rapid migration in Texas has been fueled by the reciprocal relationship
between the physical environment and culture. The physical proximity of Texas to
Mexico explains why, according to Source 1, Mexicans are the largest immigrant
group in the state. Their presence has influenced the culture of Texas as they have
introduced language, food, and traditions that are common across the state. The
presence of Mexicans, among other immigrant groups, has also changed the
physical landscape as businesses that cater to immigrants have been opened in
Texas.

In Austin, the appeal of living near downtown, which is exploding with
development, has caused professionals to seek homes in established
neighborhoods near the area. As a result, the culture of these neighborhoods is
changing. Source 3 states that long-time residents are being pushed out because
they can no longer afford to live in their homes. Because the price of homes in this
region is increasing, the culture is shifting to one dominated by well-paid
professionals.

Valid answers may include but are not limited to:

e Proximity to Mexico
o Cultural diversity (Source 1)
o New businesses seen within the physical landscape (Source 1)
o Proximity to downtown Austin and changing demographics of neighborhoods
(Source 3)
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Movement to Midland-Odessa for oil jobs and transient nature of the culture
(Source 4)

o Insufficient housing to support establishment of roots in the area

o Fluctuating oil prices affecting job opportunities in the area
Urban sprawl and commuting culture (Source 5)
Lack of appeal in physical environment in Park 10 area of Houston connected
to lack of shared community (Source 5)
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
