[If students are not engaged or progressing during testing, Test Administrators
may instruct students to close their test booklet at the completion of the
allotted time. It is not necessary for students to answer all questions prior to
closing their test booklet.]

Before collecting all test materials, verify that all students have written his or her name,
school, and district name on the front cover of the test booklet. Store all test materials in a
secure place until the next scheduled test session.

Collect the scratch paper and return to the BAC.

This is the end of the Grade 5 On-Demand Writing Test.
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
